Chinese Govt. acts

TOKYO, March 12. .
China axperignced Je labour unrest in

the latter half of last year. including strikes, dem-,

ongtrations and rallies, tr by rising unam-

nt-and decreasing salories and. the Chi-
nese authprities are pacifying workers to prevent
tha labour unrest from turning nto social unnest,
tha newspaper, South China Mogning Post of
Hong Kong reported.

Quioting Chinese sources, the newsapaper said
China I‘mrﬁ axperiencod mone than 500 coses of
industrial unrest during the period®As a result,
whan enomployment 8 said to have reached
four per ceni and that almost two-thirds of fac-
tories are operating at besa than full copacity, re-
sulting in reduced wages for worhers

The report sald both employment and indus-
trin] productivity heve been hit by Baijing's econ-
omic. auslerity programma first Introduced in late
1988 to curb soaring inflation and heavy financial
deficits e

It said largescale sirikes an stralions
broke out in I.uﬂgang. Hanan Province and in
Zhuzhou, Hunan Provinee,[in lale 1989, accord-
ing 1o the Chinese sources quoted by the news-
paper. In Beijing last January, hundreds of
worker-represcnlatives from the Ministry of Wa-
ter Resources construclion sites throughout the
nation had staged a sitin at the Ministry's head-
quarters, They demandaed new jobs or adeqguate
compensation for thousands of workers who had
been laid off because of falling production.

However, the report sald that in many cities,
factories had resumed paying full wages. to
workers — even to those reporting for work onby
for two or three days in aweek. |t added that the
local branches of the Peopla's Bank of China
have been asked lo provide credit to factoriea
for paying wages. p o
